According to Taiwan's "China Times" report, the island occurred first case of H7N9 avian influenza is causing
people a high degree of concern.

An informed "legislator" revealed that the patient is currently under NTD hospital’s negative pressure isolation
treatment, but the situation is not good, has been intubated and the use of ECMO. Close contact with the patient, there
is no incidence of the situation.

The first infected person with H7N9, is a Taiwanese businessman in Suzhou (FT#110), the Taiwan-listed company
executive, on March 28, arrived from Shanghai, most of the time to stay in the Suzhou Industrial Park area. At Ching
Ming Holidays, he had played golf at Suzhou Sanyang Golf Course, it is suspected this is the only place of his contact
with live birds.

One of his friends in Suzhou recognizes, because his lifestyle was very normal on work and rest, his being infected
with H7N9 made people surprised. However, when he was diagnosed with the disease, the company colleagues and
Taiwanese businessmen who had contacted him in Suzhou, have been safe over the incubation period.
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
