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Test results of 10 close contacts with HK's H7N9 case were negative

The Hong Kong SAR Government confirmed the first case of H7N9 on December 2, 2013. This afternoon, Mr. Gao
Yongwen, the Secretary for Food and Health of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (HKSAR), said they
have successfully found more than 200 people who have been exposed to H7N9 case in Hong Kong, including 17 close
contacts, of which 10 of the H7NO test results turned out negative.

Gao Yongwen said that 17 close contacts include health care workers and patient’s employer’s family and friend(s)
who went to Shenzhen with her. Of which 10 have been completed rapid test, all of them showed negative for H7N9
virus. Gao Yongwen said that if the contact person did not shown symptoms, the SAR Government will arrange for
them to non-hospitalized isolation, stay at Mrs. MacLehose Resort in Hong Kong this time.

Gao Yongwen said that the HKSAR Government had suspended the supply of live poultry to Hong Kong from
Shenzhen, however, the supply of live poultry would not be affected temporarily. The Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation Department today also conducted patrol for 15 local
farms in Hong Kong, no sample did not show any abnormality. (Guo Xiaotong)
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
