According to the Zhejiang Provincial Health Department report on November 28, 2013, Zhejiang Province has
diagnosed a new case of H7N9 avian influenza on November 27; as at 13 o'clock on November 28, the patient has not
yet escaped certain death.

According to Dr. Liang Weifeng, deputy director of the Department of Infectious Diseases at the Zhejiang
University Medical College First Affiliated Hospital, the patient’s both lungs highly turned to white, exudation,
and oxygenation capacity was poor; further, the emergence of repiratory failure, shock, pulmonary failure
and other symptoms appeared on him. At present, medical staff are in the negative pressure ward to rescue
patient, and patient is receiving artificial lung treatment. Before the deadline for submission of this article,
the patient has not yet out of danger.

According to the epidemiological survey, the patient's home has six chickens. It is concluded that the patient's
H7N9 virus is likely to come from these chickens. At present, disease control personnel have already culled them.
