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The second case of human death from H7N9 avian flu in Hong Kong

Hong Kong recently diagnosed a case of H7N9 avian flu in Hong Kong, the 75-year-old man (FT#261) who died
on the same morning.

This is the fourth case of H7N9 avian flu in Hong Kong and, at the same time, the second human death case next to
the first death case of 80-year-old male who died of H7N9 avian flu at Princess Margaret Hospital on December 26,
last year.

According to a survey conducted by the Center for Health Protection (CHP) of the Hong Kong SAR Government
Department of Health, the patient got cough with sputum symptoms in Shenzhen on January 26, 2014.

On the evening of December 28, 2013, due to fever and difficulty in breathing to the emergency department of
Tuen Mun Hospital for treatment, after being transferred to isolation ward, the situation then became worse.

It is understood that the patient has a variety of long-term diseases, living in Tin Shui Wai.

His nasopharyngeal secretion specimens were tested positive by the Tuen Mun Hospital and confirmed positive for
the H7 virus, and it was further confirmed as H7N9 virus by CHP’s Public Health Laboratory Services Branch.
