From Jan. 26 to Feb. 01, 2018, there was no case of H7N9 avian influenza reported in the past seven (7) days.

Experts recommend followings;

the public should avoid contact with dead birds in daily life, try to avoid direct contact with live poultry;

peoples in rural areas do not buy live poultries from the live poultry venders without certification of quarantine, and
do not feed such live poultries;

should have a history of contact with poultry and if there is fever and/or respiratory symptom(s) appeared, wear a

mask and go to the local medical institutions as soon as possible, further, inform the doctor of contact with live bird
history.

Never get out for travel.
