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Severe outbreak of avian flu in Shenzhen: Jiangsu, Anhui and other places

According to the mainland Internet report, although the Guangzhou market began to suspend the poultry market on
February 15, most of the poultry stalls in the market were already out of stock, but the avian flu epidemic has not
been controlled well yet. New cases in Guangdong Province continued to be renewed, and the H7N9 avian flu
epidemic in major cities such as Shenzhen and Guangzhou are very serious. As Shenzhen is close to Hong Kong,
there are frequent interactions between the two places. It is predicted that the future prevention and control of the
outbreak in Hong Kong will not be optimistic.

New Cases Continuously Increase: Shenzhen and Guangzhou so Strict Area

According to the latest report of the Health and Family Planning Commission of Guangdong Province on February
17, one new case of human infection with H7N9 avian flu was reported in Shenzhen.

On February 16, 2014, there reached 71 cases of avian flu cases in Guangdong and 14 deaths. The distributions
were as follows: There were 13 cases in Guangzhou, 19 in Shenzhen, 11 in Foshan, 4 in Huizhou, 3 in Dongguan, 5
in Yangjiang, 1 in Meizhou, 4 in Jiangmen, 9 in Zhaoging, and 2 in Zhongshan.

From the latest map of avian flu cases in Guangdong, it can be seen that the newly added cases are mostly from
Shenzhen and Guangzhou and the epidemic situation is very serious.

Mr. Liu, who lives in Shenzhen, said in a telephone interview with a journalist from “Vision Times”: “At present,
this kind of information is very sensitive. The people cannot discuss casually. But after the increase in patients, it has
caused panic. The public believes that the government has reported many patients and we are helpless”.

Another one, Ms. Wang, living in Guangzhou said: “The outbreak in Guangzhou is very serious, but the exact data
is difficult to investigate. | think the real patients are not only those officially announced.”

Two patients died in Jiangsu: the spread of the epidemic in Anhui and Anhui
