The Central Epidemic Command Center announced 4 new confirmed cases of COVID-19 imported from abroad on
April 13, they entered from Bangladesh (Case 1060), the Philippines (Case 1061), Ethiopia (Case 1062) and Ireland
(Case 1063).

The Central Epidemic Command Center announced today that Case 1060 is a Taiwanese male in his 40s. He went
to work in Bangladesh in mid-February (2021) and returned to Taiwan on April 1 with a negative test report within 3
days before the flight. After entering the country, he went to the epidemic prevention hotel for isolation. On April 9, he
developed nasal congestion, runny nose and cough symptoms. On April 10, the health unit arranged for medical
examination and was diagnosed today. As two days before the onset, he was in the quarantine period, and as there was
no contact with others, so no contacts were listed.

The command center pointed out that case 1061 is a Taiwanese nationality male in his 50s who has lived in the
Philippines for a long time (the previous departure from Taiwan was in October 2020). He returned to Taiwan on April
11 this year due to urgent medical needs for other diseases, and had a negative test report within 3 days before the flight.
He went to the hospital for medical treatment and examination immediately after entering the country. He was assessed
as necessary for transfer, and the hospital arranged for his transfer to another hospital and second examination on the
next day. The case developed mild wheezing symptoms on April 12, and was positive for COVID-19 in both tests and
was diagnosed today (Ct values are 20 and 21, respectively). The case has been grasped with 2 passengers in the two
rows before and after the same flight, and they are listed in home isolation.

The command center said, Case 1062 is a male in his 30s who worked in Ethiopia in October last year. He developed
cough, headache, body aches, and abnormal smell from March 12 to 14 this year. He was found to be positive for
COVID-19 locally on March 26 but was negative for the second test on April 1 and 7. The case returned to Taiwan on
April 9 with a negative test report within 3 days before boarding. When he entered the country, he voluntarily reported
that he had cough symptoms and was tested at the airport. The result was negative. On April 12, he was tested again at
the centralized quarantine station and the result became positive. He was diagnosed today (Ct value 32, serum antibody
IgM and IgG are all positive); Already 10 passengers in the two rows before and after the same flight are found, and
they are listed as objects of home isolation.

The command center pointed out that Case 1063 is a male in his 20s who studied in Ireland from September last year.
He returned to Taiwan on April 8 this year. He had a negative test report within 3 days before the flight. He had a brief
runny nose when entering the country. He went to his residence for quarantine after entering the country. The case was
diagnosed today (Ct value 22) due to fever on April 12, and the health unit arranged for medical examination. Contacts
on the same flight are under investigation.

According to the statistics of the command center, so far, there have been a total of 196,502 notifications related to
novel coronavirus pneumonia in China (including 194,709 excluded cases). Among them, 1,062 cases were confirmed,
946 cases of overseas immigration, 77 local cases, 36 cases of Dunmu fleet, 2 cases of aircraft infection and 1 case of
unknown; In another case (case 530), empty numbers were removed. Among the confirmed cases, 11 people died, 1027
were released from isolation, and 24 are hospitalized in isolation.
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
