The Central Epidemic Command Center announced that 9908 new COVID-19 (2019 Coronary Virus Diseases) were
added today (Feb. 28). Luo Yujun, the command center's spokesman, said that it is expected to discuss the third stage,
loosening the mask requirement on transportation in mid -April.

The domestic COVID-19 epidemic declined stably, and statistics from the command center, 9908 new cases were
added, a decrease of 41.4% compared with the 16,911 cases announced on Tuesday (21st); in addition, 212 new cases
were added overseas.

Luo Yijun, in today’s joint media interview, said “The number of new local cases was closed to the expected number
falling to about 10,000 cases. Maybe this is because yesterday was Monday, many clinics were normally visited, so the
notification status was normal. However, there is still a vacation effect. It is estimated that there will be more cases
tomorrow and March 2nd. There will be about 15,000 to 20,000 cases in a single day, which is lower than expected.
On March 6, the mask requirement in campus will be loosened as scheduled.”

Luo Yijun said “estimated holiday delay in notification will be resumed tomorrow and March 2. The number of new
cases on March 3 is expected to restore the trend of pre-holidays, however, whether the epidemic is caused by the
people traveled during the 228 holidays or not, we have to observe the number of new cases on March 3 and 4. If the
data before the holiday is not exceeded, we can evaluate that the holiday does not have much impact.”

In addition, Hong Kong has canceled the mask order from March 1, and there is no need to wear indoor, outdoor and
public transportation. The outside world is expected to comprehensively loosen the mask order in Taiwan, Luo Yijun
said “the indoor mask order was loosened and the new system had just been on the road, and then the campus mask
will be loosened on March 6. Loosening measures will be forwarded, prioritizing such as “0 + n” for diagnosed cases
and exemption from reporting for mild cases, after improvement of supporting facilities and appropriate timing.”

As for the third stages of public transportation, the relief of masking restrictions, but the spokesman Luo Yijun said
that it will not be discussed until mid -April. At this stage, many countries still designate a mask to take mass
transportation, such as South Korea and New Zealand. Although Hong Kong does not need to wear a mask, the medical
places and institutions must be worn.
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
