CECC announced the latest confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Taiwan today. Taiwan found 6,928 local cases, a
decrease of 8.6% compared with last Monday. Luo Yijun, spokesman for the command center, said that in addition to
the loosening of the campus mask regulations, today, the principles of admission, treatment and care of COVID-19
patients in medical institutions are also implemented simultaneously, and confirmed patients can receive treatment in
general wards.

In Taiwan, there are 6,928 new cases, 152 imported cases and 45 deaths today. Luo Yijun said that now is the lowest
point of the third wave of COVID-19 epidemic in Taiwan, and the time for subsequent loosening measures to go on the
road is getting more and more ripe. In addition to exemption from isolation for mild cases, the infection control norms
for medical staff in "mild case diagnosis and treatment" will also be loosened in the near future.

Also on the road today are the admission regulations for medical institutions, Luo Yijun said, “We have previously
issued a document to inform medical institutions that only patients with pneumonia or severe respiratory symptoms
need to live in a dedicated negative pressure isolation ward, that is to say, those diagnosed with mild symptoms can be
admitted to one room per person in the general ward; Moderate cases and severe cases may be admitted to special
wards, and those diagnosed in the special wards may be immediately transferred to general wards once they test
negative.”

At present, medical staff are required to wear N95 masks and PVE waterproof isolation gowns when diagnosing and
treating patients diagnosed with COVID-19. Luo Yijun said “At present, the severity of the new coronary pneumonia
has gradually decreased. After discussion at the medical expert meeting last week, it was decided to relax the relevant
regulations. Generally speaking, patients who have not been in contact with patients can wear medical masks; If needed
to measure blood pressure and body temperature, you can decide to wear gloves at your own discretion, and at the same
time do perform hand disinfection. It is expected to be on the road next week.”

At the same time, Luo Yijun also said that the establishment of special wards in hospitals is also discussed to be 8%
at most, which will be lowered to 5% to 8%. Medical institutions will be notified this week. After the announcement,
a letter will be sent to all medical institutions in Taiwan immediately, and the internal regulations on infection control
can be revised.
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
