Zhong Nanshan warns that the second round of the epidemic is coming, are you

ready?

Epidemic prevention expert Zhong Nanshan said recently that China will usher in a new peak of the epidemic as
soon as the end of June, and warned the sick and vulnerable groups to receive preventive vaccines. So, are the
Chinese people ready for the "clearing" blockade that is still fresh in memory?

@ Zhong Nanshan: The end of June may be the peak of the epidemic XBB variant vaccine has been
approved

Recently, many Chinese netizens have posted positive antigen test results, and related entries such as "two
positives" and "new crown" have also rushed into the hot searches on Weibo. Zhong Nanshan, an academician of the
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Chinese Academy of Engineering and an expert in epidemic prevention, recently publicly stated that the second wave
of the epidemic this year is mainly caused by the Omicron XBB series strains. There will be a peak from mid-April to
the end of May, and the number of infected people will reach about 40 million per week. The peak of the second
wave will occur at the end of June, and the number of infections can reach as high as 65 million per week.

In the past three years of the epidemic, the Chinese authorities have frequently "cleared" and sealed off cities with
tens of millions of people, which is still fresh in the memory of the outside world. The US "Washington Post"
reported on Wednesday that behind Zhong Nanshan's warning, the authorities are also rushing to launch new vaccines
to prepare for the peak of the epidemic.

Zhong Nanshan also emphasized when attending the forum on May 22 that in terms of the current epidemic
prevention situation in China, it is particularly important for vulnerable groups with underlying diseases to be
vaccinated with new vaccines to prevent infection. He said that the cause of death from Omicron infection was not
simply severe pneumonia. "The current death is often caused by the aggravation of the underlying disease caused by
the new coronavirus."

Zhong Nanshan revealed that there are currently two vaccines in China that can cover the XBB novel coronavirus
variant, and they have been initially approved and are expected to be available soon. In addition, 3 or 4 other vaccines
should be approved soon. He, however, did not provide details such as clinical test results of these vaccines.

Huang Yanzhong, a senior researcher on global health issues at the Council on Foreign Relations, an American
think tank, said in an interview with this station that it is of course important to be vaccinated to prevent infection, but
there is no need to overstate the preventive efficacy of vaccines.

"(The second wave of the epidemic in China) should be more moderate and not very disruptive to the socio-
economy.” He said, “I don't know if this new vaccine can deal with the XBB strain. I think vaccination is definitely
necessary, but we can't overemphasize how to effectively prevent it. We have seen that so far, the effectiveness of
vaccines is mainly in the prevention of severe diseases, and blindly emphasizing preventiveness may not be very
accurate.”

However, the new vaccine, which is highly publicized by Chinese state media, does not seem to be able to win the
general public's trust. A Twitter netizen commented, “December last year proved that three injections of domestic
vaccines and new vaccines in clinical practice are ineffective”; Some people also said, "I'm not ready to accept any
new vaccines, and I haven't recovered from the old vaccines." Some netizens ridiculed the economic interests behind
the vaccines and said, "New vaccines have been developed, so what if they don't promote them?"

MS. Ren Ruihong, a former executive of the China Red Cross Foundation, told this station that the international
medical community has reached a consensus during the epidemic, that is, the efficacy of inactivated vaccines
launched by China, such as Sinopharm and Sinovac, is far lower than that of European and American mRNA
vaccines. In view of the impact of the first wave of the epidemic, it is more difficult for the Chinese public to regain
confidence in domestic vaccines this time.

"As far as I know, my friends and relatives reacted relatively coldly. They didn't think the vaccine was useful at the
time. It was said at the time that the vaccine could prevent severe illness, but most of them were still severely ill." She
said, "Whether the new vaccine is an upgraded inactivated vaccine based on a variant virus, or the original vaccine,
there should not be much improvement in this case."

According to Chinese media Science and Technology Daily, Xie Xiaoliang, an academician of the Chinese
Academy of Sciences and a biophysical chemist, said at an academic conference last week that the current trend of
the epidemic is relatively moderate, and there is a high probability that the wave of infections from the end of last
year to the beginning of the year will not repeat.

The "Washington Post" report pointed out that although Chinese officials have repeatedly stated that the new wave
of epidemics will be relatively mild, public health experts believe that China still needs a more active vaccine boost
plan and guarantee the supply of antiviral drugs in hospitals.

Huang Yanzhong also emphasized that Chinese officials and the public should actively prepare for the upcoming
second wave of epidemics, however, it is unnecessary to restart the previous strict epidemic prevention and control
measures. He believes that the Chinese medical system has a relatively sufficient supply of basic household antiviral
drugs. However, the storage and reimbursement of specific drugs for severe cases such as ritonavir (Paxlovid) need to



be strengthened: "The more stringent measures are actually unnecessary. The focus is still on vaccination, the
introduction of effective antiviral drugs, and preventive measures, such as wearing masks. If these basic measures are
in place, there is nothing to worry about."

Ren Ruihong also believes that, on the one hand, due to the fear of public grievances, and on the other hand, the
financial gap in various regions is too large, so it is difficult for the Chinese authorities to restart the mandatory
epidemic prevention measures in the past.

According to the weekly epidemic report released by the Beijing Center for Disease Control and Prevention, since
April 24, the number of new coronavirus infections in Beijing has overtaken that of influenza and returned to the
number one infectious disease category.
