The Department of Disease Control (hereinafter referred to as the CDC) stated today (April 30), that there was one
new local case of dengue fever in the country last week (4/23-4/29), living in Kaohsiung City. The health unit has
carried out relevant prevention and control work and strengthened health education propaganda to the local people; The
recent domestic weather is suitable for the growth and activities of vector mosquitoes, and monitoring data shows that
the vector mosquito index in southern counties and cities is on the rise. The public is requested to thoroughly remove
stagnant water in the household environment to eliminate breeding opportunities for disease-carrying mosquitoes, and
take personal anti-mosquito measures.

According to statistics from the Department of Disease Control and Prevention, as of April 29 this year (2024), there
have been a total of 163 confirmed cases of local dengue fever, including 134 cases in Kaohsiung City, 19 cases in
Tainan City, 9 cases in Pingtung County, and 1 case in Chiayi County, and a total of 2 severe cases; there are also new
cases Among the 10 imported cases, most of the infected countries were Indonesia (7 cases), followed by Maldives (2
cases) and Thailand (1 case). Taiwan has a total of 70 imported cases this year, and the infection places are mainly in
Southeast Asian countries, with 33 cases in Indonesia and 16 cases in Malaysia.

The CDC explains that the dengue fever epidemic in neighboring Southeast Asian countries is more severe than the
same period last year, and imported cases continue to occur in my country. Among them, the epidemic situation in
Indonesia, Singapore and Laos has increased recently, the epidemic situation in Thailand has fluctuated, and the
epidemic situation in Vietnam and Cambodia has remained stable; In addition, the epidemic continues in the Americas.
A total of nearly 5.95 million cases have been reported so far this year, with nearly 4.96 million cases reported in Brazil,
South America. The epidemic situation in Argentina, Paraguay, Peru and other countries is also severe. People are
advised to pay attention to anti-mosquito measures when traveling there.

CDC stated that affected by frontal forces, the weather across Taiwan has been unstable recently, and there is a chance
of rainfall in various places. We call on the public to implement "patrol, pour, clean, and brush", after raining, be sure
to check whether there is any stagnant water around your home and dump the stagnant water. The walls of the water
storage container should be scrubbed at least once a week and turned upside down or cleared when not in use to reduce
the breeding of vector mosquitoes; Wear light-colored long-sleeved clothes and pants when engaging in outdoor
activities, and use mosquito repellents containing active ingredients such as DEET, Picaridin or IR-3535 approved by
government agencies to reduce the risk of Chance of mosquito bites.

The CDC reminds that the current number of imported dengue fever cases is higher than the same period in the past
four years, and there are still local dengue fever cases in Taiwan. The public is requested to continue to cooperate with
the government's prevention and control efforts to reduce the risk of community transmission. The CDC specifically
appeals to those who have been diagnosed with dengue fever, those in high-risk groups for dengue fever (such as the
elderly, pregnant women, infants, those with underlying diseases such as diabetes, renal failure, chronic hemolytic
disease, obesity, or those with specific socioeconomic conditions such as living alone or living in remote areas), and
people with a history of activities in endemic areas, please pay attention to their own health conditions, if you have
fever, headache, posterior orbital pain, muscle and joint pain and other suspected symptoms, be sure to seek medical
treatment as soon as possible and inform the doctor of your travel and activity history. Physicians are also called upon
to inquire about TOCC and use dengue NS1 rapid screening reagents to aid diagnosis in a timely manner. At the same
time, they should pay attention to whether patients have warning signs of dengue fever, including abdominal pain and
tenderness, persistent vomiting, mucosal bleeding, lethargy and restlessness, and provide appropriate treatment.
