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Province (the first case, a 3-year-old patient, was cured and was discharged from hospital, but the other
three cases have died).

However, as you can see from the patient information, the patient developed symptoms in Beg-May in
China and died at the end of unknown, yet the Fujian Provincial Health Commission's website is
completely unavailable due to a 403 error even now. Can they protect the people under such a
circumstance?

The mass media has not touched it at all. No Info from Chinese search sites... But you can also see the
website of the Sanming City Health and Health Commission in Fujian Province.If strengthening the Xi
Jinping regime equals suppressing the release of health information, I feel sorry for the people of the

province.
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
