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With temperatures rising recently, the public is advised to take mosquito
prevention measures and pay attention to food hygiene when participating in
pilgrimage activities.

The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) stated today (April 9th) that as summer approaches and temperatures rise,
the peak season for mosquitoes will begin. With the upcoming pilgrimage to Baishatun Gongtian Temple, people will
have the opportunity to spend extended periods outdoors in crowded conditions. The public is urged to pay attention to
their health, maintain good food hygiene, wear light-colored long-sleeved clothing for mosquito protection, stay
hydrated, and avoid direct sunlight. If you experience symptoms such as fever or cough, please wear a mask, seek
medical attention, and rest as soon as possible.

According to data from CDC, as of April 7, 2026, a total of 33 dengue fever cases have been confirmed, all of which
are imported, primarily from Southeast Asian countries (69.7%). And the number of cases is lower than the same period
in 2024 and 2025. Outbreak of Dengue fever in the world continues. Since March of this year, over 500,000 dengue
fever cases and more than 100 dengue-related deaths have been reported, primarily in the Americas, with Brazil and
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Bolivia having the highest number of cases; Neighboring Asian countries such as Vietnam, Sri Lanka, Cambodia, and
Laos have seen higher numbers of cases this year than during the same period last year; Regarding diarrhea, in the 13th
week of this year (March 29 to April 4), there were 117,938 outpatient and emergency room visits for diarrhea in Taiwan,
a decrease from 140,643 visits in the previous week; In addition, a total of 107 cases of diarrhea clusters were reported
nationwide in the past four weeks (weeks 10 to 13), with the catering and accommodation industries being the most
frequent locations. Of these, 46 cases tested positive for pathogens, with norovirus being the most common (38 cases,
accounting for 82.6%).

CDC reminds people that regularly inspecting, draining, cleaning, and washing are among the most important
measures for preventing vector-borne infectious diseases such as dengue fever, and frequent inspection and removing
stagnant water containers around home. When outdoors, wear light-colored long-sleeved clothing and use government-
approved mosquito repellents containing effective ingredients such as DEET, Picaridin, or Imamectin (IR3535) to avoid
mosquito bites. When dining out, pay attention to food safety and the cleanliness of the dining environment, and wash
your hands frequently with soap to reduce the chance of contracting gastrointestinal infectious diseases. Related
information can be found on the Taiwan Centers for Disease Control website (https://www.cdc.gov.tw) or by calling
the toll-free epidemic prevention hotline 1922 (or 0800-001922).
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
